56 (I). Political Rights of Women 
The General Asseml,ly, 
Whereas 
In the Preamble of the Charter the peoples of 

the United Nations have reaffirmed faith in the 
equal rights of men and women, and in Article 1 

it is stated that the purposes of the United Na­
tions are, among others, to achieve international 
co-operation in promoting and encouraging 
respect for human rights and for fundamental 
freedoms for all without distinction as to sex, 
and to be a centre !or harmonizing the actions 
of nations in the attainment of these common 
ends, 

Whereas 
Certain Member States have not yet granted to 

women, political rights equal to those granted to 
men, 

Therefore: 
(a) Recommends that all Member States, 

which have not already done so, adopt mea­
sures necessary to fulfil the purposes and aims 
of the Charter in this respect by granting to 
women the same political rights as to men; 

( b) Invites the Secretary-General to commu­
nicate this recommendation to the Govern­
ments of all Member States.

{a) For the benefit of children and adoles­
cents of countries which were victims of 
aggression and in order to assist in their re­
habilitation; 

(b) For the benefit of children and adoles­
cents of countries at present receiving assistance 
from the United Nations Relief and Rehabili­
tation Administration; 

(c) For child health purposes generally, giv­
ing high priority to the chiklren of countries 
victims ot aggression. 
2. (a) The Fund shall consist of any assets 

made available by UNRRA or any voluntary 
contributions made available by Governments, 
voluntary agencies, individual or olhcr sources. 
It shall be authoriLed to receive lunds, contribu­
tions or other assislance from any of the fore­
going sources; to make expenditures and to fi 
nance or arrange for the provision of supplies, 
material, services and technical assistance !or the 
furtherance of the foregoing purposes; to facili­
tate and co-ordinate activiues relating thereto; 
and, generally, to acquire, hold or tramfcr prop­
erty, and to take any other legal action necessary 
or useful in the performance of its objects and 
purposes; 

(b) The Fund, in agreement with the Govern­
ments concerned, shall take such measures as arc 
deemed appropriate to ensure the proper utiliLa· 
tion and distribution ol supplies or other assis­
tance which it provides. Supplies or other assis­
tance shall be 111ade available to Governments 
upon approval by the Fund of the plans of opera­
tion drawn up by the Governments concerned. 
Provision shall be made for: 

(i) The submission to the Fund '.)f such re­
ports on the use of su pplics and other 
assistance as the Fund may from time lo 
time require; 

(ii) E<1uitable and efficient dispensation or 
distribution of all supplies or olhcr as­
sislance, on the basis of need, withoul 
discrimination because of race, creed, 
nationality status or political belief; 

(c) The Fund shall not engage in activily in 
any country except in consultation with, and 
with the consenl of, the · ~overnment concerned; 

(d) The Fund shall appeal to all volumary re­
lief agencies to continue and intcnsif y their ac­
tivities and shall take lhc necessary measures in 
order to co-operate with these agencies. 

3. (a) The Fund shall be administcretl by an 
Executive Director under policies, including the 
determinalion of programmes and allocation of 
funds, established by an Excculivc Board in ac­
cordance with such principles as may be laid 
down by the Economic and Social Council and its 
Social Commission;

(b) The Secretary-General of the United Na­
tions shall appoint the Executive Director, in con­
sultation with the Executive Board;

Argentina, Australia, Brazil, Byelorussian 
Soviet Socialist Republic, Canada, China, Colom­
bia, Czechoslovakia, Denmark, Ecuador, France, 
Greece, Iraq, Netherlands, New Zealand, Nor­
way, Peru, Poland, Sweden, Ukrainian Soviet 
Socialist Republic, Union of South Africa, Union 
of Soviet Socialist Republics, United Kingdom, 
United States of America, Yugoslavia. 

The Economic and Social Council, on the 
recommendation of the Executive Board, may 
designate other Governments as members of the 
Board. Membership may be changed by the Gen­
eral Assembly, on the recommendation of the 
Economic and Social Council, at any time after 
the first three years of the Fund's existence. The 
Board may, as occasions arise, invite representa­
tives of specialized agencies for consultation on 
matters within their competence; 

(d) The Board may designate from among its 
members such committees as it deems advisable 
in the interest of effective administration. 

The Board shall elect its own Chairman and its 
Vice-Chairmen, and shall meet whenever con­
vened by the Chairman, or upon the request of 
any three of its niembers. The first meeting of the 
Board shall be convened by the Secretary-General 
of the United Nations, at the earliest date feasible 
after the adoption of this resolution. Each mem­
ber of the Board shall have one vote. A majority 
of the Board shall constitute a quorum and it 
shall vote by a majority of the members present 
and voting. Subject to the foregoing, the Board 
may establish its own rules of procedure. 

4. (a) Staff and facilities required for the ad­
ministration of the Fund shall be provided to the 
Board by the Secretary-General. The Fund may 
also utilize such staff, equipment and records as 
may be made available by the United Nations 
Relief and Rehabilitation Administration dur­
ing the period of its existence; 

(b) The United Nations shall make no charge 
to the Fund on account of staff and facilities, so 
long as these can be provided from the estab­
lished services of the Secretariat and within the 
limits of the United Nations budget. If additional 
funds are necessary, money for such purposes 
shall be provided by the Fund; 

(c) To the maximum extent feasible, the utili­
zation of the staff and technical assistance of spe­
cialized agencies, in particular the \Vorld Health 
Organization or its Interim Commission, shall be 
requested, with a view to reducing to a minimum 
the separate personnel requirements of the Fund. 

5. The Secretary-General shall not pay from 
the funds received to finance the United Nations 
buclget any daims arising from the operation of 
the Fund, l,ut the Executive Board is authorized

58 (I). Transfer to the United Nations 
of the advisory social welfare 
functions of UNRRA ( United 
Nations Relief and Rehabilita­
tion Administration) 

Whereas Article 66 of the Charter of United 
Nations provides: 

1. The Economic and Social Council shall per­
form such functions as fall within its competence 
in connection with the carrying out of the recom­
mendations of the General Assembly. 

2. It may, with the approval of the General 
Assembly, perform services at the request of 
Members of the United Nations and at the re­
quest of specialized agencies. 

3. It shall perform such other functions as are 
specified elsewhere in the present Charter or as 
may be assigned to it by the General Assembly; 

Whereas the Economic and Social Council, on 
1 October 1946, recommended the transfer to 
the United Nations of certain urgent and impor­
tant advisory functions in the field of social wel­
fare carried on by UNRRA, special consideration 
being given to the needs of children; 

Whereas the General Assembly, after examin­
ing the report and the recommendations pre­
sented by the Secretary-General in document 
A/132, recognizes the necessity of transferring to
